USS Silversides Outing

Greetings Sailor and Parent,

This is your Captain.  You have been awarded the opportunity to walk the decks and sleep in the bunks of a vintage World War II submarine.  She is a survivor from her commissioning date December 15,1941, just 8 days after attack on Pearl Harbor.  She served with the Pacific Fleet in the waters along Japan’s coasts and the East China Sea.  Her mission was to stop raw materials and supplies like oil, bauxite, rubber, coal, food and iron ore from reaching Japan.  

The USS Silversides is stationed (permanently docked) in Muskegon Michigan—a 4 to 5 hour trip from Munster.  Transportation is on your own but you may carpool with someone else. Scouting rules as set out by National BSA policies will be enforced on this outing.  This means that a Cub Scout must be accompanied by his parent or guardian and the “buddy system” will be followed.

The cost of the trip is $34.00 per person.  This includes the overnight stay, the two meals, the tour of the submarine, an overnight certificate and a patch.  Rules of our stay require us to have at least one adult stationed on deck at all times.  Parents will be asked to take turns (one hour intervals) for a night watch.

There are 72 bunks on board the sub.  Since we have about 72 scouts in the pack (remember, they must come with a parent) we may be short on space.  However, we may be able to get additional space on the Coast Cutter, McLane.   
We will be accepting reservations using the following rules:

· You will need to sign the permission slip below.

· You will need to include a check for $34 per person.

· You will need to submit both of these to Dave Kritzer by November Pack Night.  

If we have too many reservations, we will assign bunks in the following order:

· By rank (i.e., 2nd year Webelos, 1st year Webelos, Bears, etc) of the oldest Scout in Pack 

· Younger Scout brother of an older Scout above.

· First come-first serve basis of the rest.

· Those not chosen will be put on a waiting list in case of cancellations

If we don’t have enough reservations, can we open this up to non-Scout siblings?  Possibly, but I need to check into Scout policy.  There may be liability concerns. 

We will not cash your check until you are selected.  You will be able to cancel your reservation by December 10th without losing your $34.  Refunds for cancellations after that date will depend on whether we can find a Scout replacement.  Please note:  If the reservations are full, you cannot transfer your reservation to another person of your choice.  We will take the next person on the waiting list.
